Assignment Weeks 1 and 2

In class you finished drawing all the facial features and on Friday 13th March you prepared a page in your sketchbook and titled it, "Self-Portrait #2." What I would like you to do is to now draw your self-portrait applying all the skills you have learnt regarding facial proportions and facial features. Use a mirror! You should spend a couple of hours on this drawing and hopefully you will see a marked improvement from your first one. After you have finished self portrait number 2 complete “Celebrity of the Year” assignment:
Celebrity of the year:  YOU!

Objective: Having already practiced and mastered facial proportions, you will now copy your self-portrait onto the cover of a popular magazine. 
Lesson activities:
1. Answer the following questions in your sketchbook:
· A cause you are concerned about (e.g. pandemics, vaccines, abortion, eating disorders, health insurance, racism, World War III...) 
· A hobby of yours (e.g. reading, football, stamp collecting, traveling…)
· Dreams of the future (e.g. your career as a teacher/dentist/football star/politician/musician…) 
·  A wish (e.g. winning the lottery, World Peace, to marry Justin Bieber ….)
2. After looking at your answers, decide which issue you would like to use for your magazine cover. 

3. Create at least three original headlines. Remember to keep it short and captivating.  E.g.:

· The Joy of Art

· Apart but still a Community
· Tools for Teaching

4. Choose the most eye-catching headline and write at least three different sentences that explain the topic in a little more depth. 
E.g.  Headline: The Joy of Art
Supporting sentences:

a. Lessons from Educator Joy Cornish-Bowden

b. Joy Cornish-Bowden: In a Class of Her Own

c. Strategies on Distant Learning from Educator Joy Cornish-Bowden
5. Select a popular magazine that would be most appropriate for your cover e.g. People, Time, Sports Illustrated, Ebony, Rolling Stone etc.

6. In your sketchbook, design three different layouts in the form of thumbnail sketches. Your thumbnail sketches should include the magazine title, the headline, supporting sentence, your self-portrait and any other text you want to include. 
         ~You and your background should work visually together. 

7. Print out your magazine layout using Microsoft Word, Photo Shop or a similar program. Match the fonts you use to the fonts used by the magazine you are featuring.  You are striving to make your layout look as authentic as possible.  Make sure you do not have any spelling or grammatical mistakes. (If you do not have access to a printer you will need to write the magazine title, the headline, supporting sentence, your self-portrait and any other text you want to include by hand – try to make it look as professional as possible.)
8. After you have printed out the Magazine title, headline, supporting sentence and any additional text e.g. Additional titles of articles, date published, price, barcode etc. you will draw your self portrait on top. Add color to make your cover more eye-catching and dynamic.
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I have attached these two drawings to show the marked improvement between this student’s first and second self-portrait. Note: your second self-portrait may not just like you but the goal is to see an improvement(
